For us at the New National Theatre, Tokyo (NNTT), fiscal 2011
was a year unlike any we had seen before. In the wake of the Great East
Japan Earthquake and Tsunami, several foreign performers scheduled
to appear in our operas cancelled their plans to come to Japan. Shows
had to be cancelled, and ticket-holders had to be refunded. We also had
to cut back our use of electricity. Yet, we still managed to start new
projects and stage ambitious productions of the sort found only here at
the NNTT. In total, we staged 33 productions amounting to a total of
270 shows, and welcomed thousands of audience members through our
doors.

Artistic Directors Otaka Tadaaki (Opera), David Bintley (Ballet &
Dance) and Miyata Keiko (Play) completed their first season and began
their second in 2011; each of which have received favorable mention for
the quality and breadth of their offerings. Miyata Keiko took on the job
of a new production of the Japanese opera, SILENCE. The production
was praised for its music, acting and stage sets, as a splendid example of
Japanese opera. The NNTT Ballet Division staged the world premiere
of The Prince of the Pagodas, choreographed by David Bintley. It
created much excitement among ballet fans, and showcased both the
abilities and new possibilities of the National Ballet of Japan. Our
Dance Division presented several pieces inspired by plays. In Miyata
Keiko’s second season, the NNTT Play Division presented a well-
received series entitled “BeautyxTheatre: Finding Beauty in Ruin”. We
also presented Waiting for Godot, in which we found many members of
the audience drawing parallels between the play and the situation in
Japan after last year’s natural disaster. For each of our divisions, it was a
year of great achievements.

The NNTT is conducting its activities on an ever larger stage, by
teaming up with arts organizations in Japan and overseas through our
programmes of Regional Tours and our Invitational Programme for
Performing Arts in the Region. The play YAKINIKU DRAGON was
staged at the NNTT for an initial run in February 2011. This was
followed by a run in South Korea in March, and additional shows in
Hyogo and Fukuoka in April. Also in 2011, the play Chokanzu was put
on in Hyogo and Gifu. Our Kids’ Opera production of PARSIFAL
AND MAGIC HOLY GRAIL was staged in Kagawa and Hyogo, while
two dance productions, Shakespeare THE SONNETS and The
Brothers Karamazov, were performed in Hyogo. Thus, we went well
beyond the Kanto region to share our productions with audiences across

the country.

The NNTT also continued its Educational Programme for High
School Students (with opera productions in Tokyo and Kansai), as part
of its programme of Performances for Young People. Through the
programme, we share the joys of the contemporary performing arts
with a generation of young people who are coming to see their first real
show.

With individual schools for aspiring opera singers, ballet dancers
and stage actors, our Young Artists Training Programme also continues
to evolve. Upon graduation, many of our former students have appeared
in NNTT productions and gone on to perform on stages all over Japan
and across the world.

The impact of last year’s disaster continued to be felt into fiscal
2011. The first production of the year was the opera, DER
ROSENKAVALIER. The opening day performance, scheduled for
April 7, had to be cancelled when several of the international performers
backed out. Nevertheless, not only did the Japanese singers who took
their places receive positive reviews, but also the NNTT received kudos
for managing to stage the production so soon after such a disaster.

In May, four singers and a pianist from the New National Theatre
Chorus gave concerts at three evacuation shelters in Asahi City (which
is also home to the NNTT Stage Set & Design Centre), showing
support for the reconstruction effort. At the NNTT, donation boxes
were set up in several locations, and the money collected was distributed
to the disaster-stricken areas through the Japanese Red Cross.

Granted authorization by Japan’s Prime Minister, the New National
Theatre Foundation (NNTF) completed its transition to a Public
Interest Incorporated Foundation on April 1, 2012.

Last year’s disaster sparked renewed interest in the mission and role
of public theatres, and encouraged consideration of their raison d’étre
and their contribution to society. The NNTT continues to pursue the
two main pillars of its mission: “To create world-class productions and
share them with audiences across Japan and beyond,” and “To become
a theatre familiar and dear to a wide range of Japanese people.”
Meanwhile, in view of the NNTF’s transition to a Public Interest
Incorporated Foundation, we shall rededicate ourselves to serving the
public interest, as we continue to work in pursuit of the development,
promotion and popularization of the contemporary performing arts.
Moving forward together, we hope we can count on your ongoing
support.

The NNTT Information Centre collects and stores materials
and information on modern performing arts in order to make
them available for general use.

In the reading room on the 5th floor of the NNTT complex,
guests can peruse our collection of books on the performing
arts, musical scores, production programmes, scripts from
past productions, and other materials (around 44,000 in
total). Also on this floor, guests can access our video library
of live NNTT performance videos and other content in our
video booths or in the video theatre.

And at the Stage Set & Design Centre, there are permanent
and special exhibitions featuring models of sets, costumes,
and props from NNTT productions. The collection also
includes other pieces of stage art thought to be high in
artistic value, and performing-arts-related materials of the
NNTT and other theatres. In addition, monthly screenings of
live performance videos and special events such as concerts
are held at the Centre.

The Information Centre also hosts seminars, talks,
screenings, and other events at the NNTT. We exhibit photos
from live performances, stage costumes (replicas), and
other materials in the gallery on the 3rd floor. We also hold
exhibitions in the foyers of theatres where productions are
currently running.

Assembly of Opera Europa and the National Theatres’
Meeting (Play) in Warsaw, and the annual conference of
the Association of Asia Pacific Performing Arts Centres
(AAPPAC) in Melbourne, Australia, where they met with
counterparts from theatres around the world.

Two international students, one from the UK and one from
Mexico, were accepted into the NNTT's performing arts
training programmes. We also played host to 41 visitors
representing 9 organizations in 6 countries, including
Shanghai Ground Theatre. They were given tours of our
facilities and we did our best to answer their many questions.

3. Inviting foreign ambassadors in Japan to opera and ballet
performances

The NNTT continued its tradition of inviting representatives
of foreign embassies (e.g. ambassadors, cultural affairs
officers) and cultural organizations to opening-day
performances of new opera and ballet productions, in an
effort to foster goodwill and raise the profile of the NNTT.
Invitations were extended for the operas “IL TROVATORE”
and “RUSALKA” , and the ballet “THE PRINCE OF THE
PAGODAS” .

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For fiscal 2011, the Special NNTT Fundraising Committee
set a fundraising goal of 500 million yen from the private
sector, with 300 million yen coming from contributions and
200 million yen from sponsorships.

The total received (settled accounts) in contributions and
sponsorship funding was 420 million and 110 million yen,
respectively, for a total of 530 million yen. The NNTT met its
fundraising target for individual and corporate contributions,
but fell short of its target for corporate sponsorships. We
were able to beat our total fundraising goal by a considerable
amount.

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| Opera House (OPERA PALACE)

A proscenium theatre featuring a stage comprised of four sections: the main
stage, a rear stage, and left and right wings. This configuration,standard
in European theatre architecture, allows us to stage grand opera without
compromise. In the seating area, the walls and ceiling are paneled in
rich oak, providing the ideal acoustics for the vocalists; the theatre itself
functions like a well-crafted musical instrument. The permanent orchestra
pit is spacious enough to accommodate a 120-member orchestra. The
NNTT Opera House is the first in Japan to feature seating in unbroken

20-seat rows, affording the audience greater intimacy with the stage.
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| Playhouse

The Playhouse can be configured with a proscenium style or open-aprorn
style, and the seating rearranged to accommodate cither style. With this
flexibility, the Playhouse gives theatergoers the chance to experience a unique
new theatre space each time they visit. In the proscenium style configuration,
a sliding stage permits swift scene changes. The riser at the front of the stage

can also serve as the orchestra pit.
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| The Pit

The Pit features a mechanized moveable floor, used for both stage space and
seating. The floor can be raised and lowered as necessary to create the optimal
theatre space for each production. Typical layouts include the end stage,
thrust stage, centre stage and arena stage formats, and seating can arranged to
accommodate between 320 and 450 patrons. There two balconies, of which
the lower 1st balcony can be set up as the top level of riser seating. The upper
2nd balcony is used as space for lighting and sound equipment or for staging

purposes.
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| Stage Set & Design Centre

The Stage Set & Design Centre is responsible for oversight and maintenance
of stage settings and other artwork used in NNTT productions, in the effort
to establish a repertory theatre system.

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1.Donation boxes were set up in several locations throughout
the theatre and funds collected to help those affected by the
disaster. The money was distributed to the affected areas
through the Japanese Red Cross.

2.Steps taken to ensure the safety of theatre patrons

The theatre facilities were inspected and our emergency
response manuals were updated. Signage showing
evacuation routes was reviewed. Training was given to
all personnel in charge of evacuations, and evacuation
instructions and escape route maps were distributed to
theatre patrons.

3.Conserving electricity

To help ease the strain on Japan's electric grid in the wake
of the disaster, the NNTT took steps to reduce its power use
as much as possible. During the period of restricted power
usage, the NNTT posted data on our power use on the
NNTT website. The data showed the maximum peak power
consumption for the previous day and compared this against
the electricity usage limit as a percentage.

4.Charity concerts for reconstruction

The NNTT gave charity concerts at three evacuation
shelters in Asahi City in Chiba Prefecture. The concerts were
performed by five artists comprising four singers from the
New National Theatre Chorus and a pianist.
