Yomiuri Theater Awards. I would also like to add that OHARA Noriko,
our newly appointed Artistic Director of Ballet, won critical acclaim for
her challenge in presenting the new version of “7he Sleeping Beauty”.

The Second pillar is “To Contribute in Developing Theatre
Practitioners”. We find that nurturing artists and to help develop the skills
of theatre specialists shall contribute to the continuation of Performing
Arts. Therefore, we are very proud of the achievements at our Young
Artists Training Programme and that of the graduates. We also encourage
strong ties with Universities and entered into agreement for future
cooperation with Senzoku Gakuen College of Music this year.

The third pillar is “To Engage with Society At Large”. We not only
present productions at our theatre in Tokyo but have toured to 15 venues
around the country. National Theatre Chorus has toured to another 13
venues. Also, 11 productions have been broadcasted nationwide and we
have introduced Kagawa Prefecture based Hikasa Ballet Company to our
public in Tokyo. I would also like to add that “Educational Programme
for High School Students” and “Ballet for Children” have engaged many
young audience to their first time experience to see Opera and Ballet.

While we continue to make every effort to render your visit
worthwhile, we look forward to welcoming you to our theatre. Thank you
for your continuous support.

Donations will be used effectively
to support art and cultural activities which help the
recovery of the affected areas.

2. Steps taken to ensure the safety of the audience
Theatre facilities were inspected and our emergency
response planning guidelines were updated. Signage
showing evacuation routes was reviewed. Training was
given to all personnel in charge of evacuation, and
instruction guidebook and escape route maps were
distributed to the audience.

3. Energy conservation
To help ease the strain on Japan's electricity supply in
the wake of the disaster, the NNTT actively participated in
reducing the usage of power.

® Cooperation with the Educational Sector
Since March 2012, NNTT is encouraging cooperation with
Universities. In addition to the 8 universities which have
already entered into agreement, Senzoku Gakuen College of
Music has joined us on the 15th January 2015. Events such
as a joint concert with the New National Theatre Chorus,
practical class lesson using the stage of the Opera House,
and acceptance of internship students have been organized.

NNTT is engaged in the scholarly study and research of
the contemporary Performing Arts, organising lectures and
exhibitions, and gathering related materials and making
them available to the public. In the Reading room of the
NNTT complex, guest can read books on the contemporary
Performing Arts, browse materials on theatre technology, and
examine musical scores, production programmes and play
scripts. Its collection now comprises some 51,000 volumes.
Meanwhile, in the video booths and the video theatre, guests
can view video footage from the NNTT performances and
other contents in high-definition. Furthermore, on the third
floor gallery is a collection of stage costumes and photographs
of stage performances. Exhibitions related to performances
are also held here at the time of performances. The Stage
Set & Design Centre (Choshi City, Chiba) features exhibitions
of costumes, stage models and props, and other collected
pieces related to the Performing Arts. The venue is also used
for screenings, concerts and other events.

This
configuration, standard in European theatres architecture, allows
us to stage grand opera without compromise. In the seating area,
the walls and ceiling are panelled in rich oak, providing the
ideal acoustics for the vocalists; the theatre itself functions like a
well-crafted musical instruments. The permanent orchestra pit is
enough to accommodate a 120-member orchestra. The NNTT
Opera House is the first in Japan to feature seating in unbroken
20- seat rows, creating the audience greater intimacy with the

stage.

The Pit features a mechanized moveable floor, used as both
acting space and seating. The floor can be raised and lowered
as necessary to create the optimal theatre space for each
production. Typical layouts include the end stage, thrust stage,
centre stage and arena stage formats. There are two balconies,
of which the lower Ist balcony can be set up as the top level of
seating. The upper 2nd balcony is used as a space for lighting

and sound equipment.
