In fiscal year of 2013, the New National Theatre, Tokyo (NNTT)
undertook yet new and ambitious productions and programmes,
resulting in superbly staged performances. The Theatre’s offerings were
well attended, marking a year in which the attendance figures since the
Theatre’s founding topped the three million mark.

Fittingly for the 200th anniversary of Verdi’s birthday, there were
two new opera productions at the Theatre: Nabucco and Rigoletto, the
fresh renditions of which drew considerable interest and comment.
Furthermore, the commissioned work, Yashagaike (Demon Pond),
was acclaimed as heralding the birth of Japanese opera that excelled
both musically and theatrically. Much praise was also heard for the
fantastical beauty that marked the Theatre’s staging of Die tote Stadr
by Korngold, a composer who in recent years has enjoyed a revival of
interest.

In the Ballet Division, the season opened with the Ballets Russes
Stravinsky Evening, fully exhibiting the level of performance achieved
by The National Ballet of Japan (NB]). Classical favourites like 7he
Nutcracker and Swan Lake proved their steady appeal in attendance
figures this year. The Dance Division’s offerings included DANCE to
the Future ~Second Steps~, a piece that gave rise to a new generation
of choreographers in the NB] Company, as well as Motoko Hirayama’s
Trip Triptych, and Nakamura Megumi x Shuto Yasuyuki, among a line-
up of other quality works.

The Play Division began with a much-feted production of Edward
II, which was awarded the Grand Prize at Yomiuri Theater Award as
well as Best Director Award and Best Play Award. It was followed by
OPUS and Les Séquestrés d Altona, all three productions receiving high
acclaim for outstanding performances throughout. In a joint project
with Korea, a staging of Hor Spring in Asia began at the NNTT and
transferred to the Seoul Arts Center. Attendance at Pygmalion by
George Bernard Shaw was a runaway success thanks to both the play
itself and the performance.

The NNTT has been forming ties with other groups both inside
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18]35 Playhouse

and outside Japan for the FY 2013, and these connections made possible
the staging of a wide variety of performances across the whole of Japan
in the form of invitation performances. Since last year the Theatre has
been pursuing cooperation and tie-ups with universities and, as part
of this, a joint concert by the Hokkaido University of Education, the
Osaka College of Music and the chorus group of the New National
Theatre, Tokyo was brought to fruition.

Performances for Young People including the Educational
Programme of Opera for High School Students (staged in Tokyo
and Kansai) carry on too, providing a chance for the joys of the
contemporary performing arts to be shared with the younger generation,
for many of whom this is their first experience of theatergoing.

Another important part of our mission is the training of young
artists. Our Young Artists Training Programmes for aspiring opera
singers, ballet dancers and stage actors continue to evolve. Many
Graduates of the programmes have gone on to perform in NNTT
productions and win opportunities to appear in productions staged by
other theatres across Japan and overseas. In FY 2013, students of the
Ballet School were invited to appear in the 240th Anniversary of the
Bolshoi Ballet Academy International Ballet School Festival. It was a
thrilling experience for the students, who were roundly praised for the
standard of their skills.

The New National Theatre, Tokyo website underwent a full-scale
renewal for the first time in 15 years, to maintain a presence in an ever
more diversifying and important online world. It also began an online
means of augmenting its current fundraising system whereby people
can easily set up regular contributions, make one-off donations and
lend other kinds of support. While still at the trial stage, it is hoped that
it will be taken up by those who wish so kindly to support the NNTT
in the future. Progress is also being made on a fuller English-language
site to meet the needs of a globalising world.

Three years have passed since the Great East Japan Earthquake,
and we wish for the speedy return to normalcy of all those in areas still
suffering the impact of that disaster.

The NNTT continues its activities contributing to reconstruction.
We are ever conscious, too, of the mission and role of public
performance venues, and therefore work to facilitate environments in
which people can relax and enjoy the role of the spectator, and to create,
promote and spread modern stagecraft of a high standard for this
purpose.

We sincerely look forward to welcoming you to our theatre and

thank you for your continuous support.

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In fiscal 2013, a target total of 500 million yen was set by the
NNTT Support Committee for public donations: 330 million
yen in the form of support, and 170 million yen in the form of
corporate sponsorship. Support came to 277 million while
the corporate sponsorship was 81 million yen.

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| Opera House (OPERA PALACE)

A proscenium theatre featuring a stage comprised of four facets: the main
stage, rear stage, and left and right wings. This configuration, standard
in European theatres architecture, allows us to stage grand opera without
compromise. In the seating area, the walls and ceiling are panelled in
rich oak, providing the ideal acoustics for the vocalists; the theatre itself
functions like a well-crafted musical instruments. The permanent orchestra
pit is enough to accommodate a 120-member orchestra. The NNTT Opera
House is the first in Japan to feature seating in unbroken 20- seat rows,

affording the audience greater intimacy with the stage.
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| Playhouse

The Playhouse can be configured with proscenium style or open-apron
style, the seating rearranged to accommodate either style. With this
flexibility, the Playhouse gives theatregoers the chance to experience a
unique new theatre space each time you visit. The main stage has the same
floor construction as the Opera House. The floor of the auditorium in front

of the stage and the orchestra pit can also be used as performance spaces.
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| The Pit

The Pit features a mechanized moveable floor, used as both acting space
and seating. The floor can be raised and lowered as necessary to create the
optimal theatre space for each production. Typical layouts include the end
stage, thrust stage, centre stage and arena stage formats. There are two
balconies, of which the lower 1st balcony can be set up as the top level of
seating. The upper 2nd balcony is used as a space for lighting and sound

equipment.
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| Stage Set & Design Centre

The Stage Set & Design Centre is a storage space for stage set and other
artworks used in the NNTT productions. Miniature stage models,

costumes, props and other materials are displayed in the exhibition hall.

05 | Research and Study of the Contemporary Performing Arts,

and Collection and Use of Materials

NNTT is engaged in the scholarly study and research of
the Contemporary Performing Arts, organising lectures and
exhibitions, and gathering related materials and making
them available to the public. In the Reading room of the
NNTT complex, guest can read books on the contemporary
performing arts, browse materials on theatre technology, and
examine musical scores, production programmes and play
scripts. Its collection now comprises some 48,000 volumes.
Meanwhile, in the video booths and the video theatre,
guests can view video footage from the NNTT performances
and other contents in high-definition. Furthermore, on the
third floor gallery is a collection of stage costumes and
photographs of stage performances. Expositions related to
performances are also held here at the time of performances.
The Stage Set & Design Centre (Choshi City, Chiba) features
exhibitions of costumes, stage models and props, and other
collected pieces related to the performing arts. The venue is
also used for screenings, concerts and other events.

1.Information Exchange and Survey of Japanese
and International Cultural Facilities and Artistic
Organisations in Japan and Overseas

The NNTT surveyed and compared data on major theatres
in Japan and overseas, studying their managing bodies,
management structures, numbers of personnel, attendance
figures and other details through information on their
websites and annual reports.

2.Research and Study in the “Planning Support Meetings”
The NNTT commissioned a study outlining theatres around
the world, surveyed and studied translations of foreign plays.

3.Lectures, Readings and Workshops

The results of research and study are presented in “Monthly
Project” (17 to date). A multi-faceted approach is taken to
the recent performances of plays through readings, lectures
and talkshows. Also, a “Children's and Parents' Community
Workshop” is held in summer. Materials are displayed on the
website, and translations of plays are published.

Copyright investigations of 17 works have been completed
and the recorded visual data added to the Data Centre's
database, for perusal in its Reading Room.

4. Public Exhibition of Materials

Users of the Stage Set & Design Centre: 845 persons
Materials related to past productions have been displayed in
the NNTT (3 special exhibitions) and the Stage Set & Design
Centre (2 permanent exhibitions, 2 special exhibitions).

1.Communicating with International Organisations
Constant communication between international art
organisations such as the Opera Europa, the Association
of Asia Pacific Performing Arts Centres (AAPPAC) and the
Opera America are held.

2.Hosting Visitors from Overseas

NNTT hosted 45 visitors representing 7 organisations in 6
countries such as Seoul Arts Center, gave tours around the
facilities and answered their questions.

3.Invited Foreign Ambassadors in Japan to Opera

and Ballet Productions

NNTT invited ambassadors to the opening of opera and
ballet productions, in order to strengthen cultural exchanges
and raise the profile of the NNTT. Invitations were extended
for operas such as “Nabucco”’, “Rigoletto”, “Die tote Stadt”
and the ballet “Stravinsky's Evening” .
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
